COMES NOW (YOUR NAME), and states the following:


WHEREAS a judgment of paternity was entered in the District Court of COUNTY, STATE, on DATE, which judgment was attached to Petition and marked Exhibit “1.” 

That both parents are equally capable of maintaining a suitable home and environment for the minor child, and the minor child is not in danger at either home.


That visitation is in the states interest as well as the minor child’s to allow for maximum continuing contact between parent and child. 


That the Petitioner is paying child support, and admits an arrearage balance of $5555.55. 

That the Department of Human Services is taking collection efforts to collect arrearages that are placing severe financial hardships on the Petitioner and his/her family. These hardships are not in the best interest of the minor child, Respondent or Petitioner, and does not further the states interest.

WHEREFORE, the Plaintiff preys the court will order temporary visitation in accordance with Iowa Code §598.41 “Custody of Children,” until a permanent order can be established at trial.

That the court will order the following visitation schedule so that the minor child can exercise maximum time with each parent:

a. Regular Visitation: The PETITIONER/RESPONDENT will have the minor child on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 9am to 7pm, and every other weekend beginning on Friday 5pm and ending on Sunday at 5pm.
b. Holidays: The holidays to be defined are Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, New Years Eve, New Years Day, 4th of July, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Easter, and Veterans Day.  The parties shall alternate holidays with the Petitioner having the minor child on Christmas Eve, New Years Day, Memorial Day, Thanksgiving, and Veterans Day on the odd numbered years, and the Respondent having the minor child on the remaining holidays.  On the even numbered years the visitation would reverse. 

c. Summer Visitation: The PETITIONER/RESPONDENT shall have 6 weeks of uninterrupted summer visitation.

FURTHERMORE, the Plaintiff preys the court will direct The Department of Human Services to stay collection efforts being sought for arrearage balances due until a reasonable payment plan can be determined at trial.
